Reporting Crimes or Incidents:

Use 9-1-1 to report all emergencies and crimes in progress.

Serious incidents, crimes with suspect information should be reported in person when possible.

Some types of non-urgent incidents can be reported by filling out an online report and mailing or faxing it to the Calistoga Police Department.  These incidents include:

· Theft of property. 

· Abandoned vehicles (on public property only).

· Minor vandalism (damage less than $400). 

· Bicycle theft. 

· Vehicle break-in. 

· Lost property. 

· Suspicious person or vehicle. Please report by phone, if it is occurring now: 707-942-2810.

Online Reporting Instructions 

1. Use online reports for the crimes/incidents indicated. If what you wish to report does not fit these forms, please report it by telephone or in person. 

2. Only use these forms to report incidents that occurred in Calistoga. If it occurred elsewhere, contact that location's police or sheriff’s department. 

3. Please complete as much of the report as possible. Even partial information (part of a license number, part of suspect’s physical description) can be helpful for follow up investigations. 

4. If you need to report more than one type of incident, complete a separate form for each. 

5. Fields with asterisks '*' are mandatory and must be completed before the report can be accepted. 

6. After completing your report, retain a copy for your records. 

The information you provide is confidential. It can only be shared with individuals who have a legal right to access it.

When the Calistoga Police Department receives your report they will:

1. If needed, contact you to verify or clarify the information. 

2. Assign a report number. 

3. Follow up and/or investigate the incident.
